●● Your field of study complements research at IIASA;

●● You are interested in pursuing interdisciplinary research;

●● Your research and career would benefit from working alongside 
young scientists and senior scientists from around the world;

●● You would like to explore the policy implications of your work.

Successful applicants from countries with an IIASA National Member 
Organization (NMO) are eligible for funding, and some fellowships are 
also available for students from non-NMO countries.

• Applications are accepted continually

• Reviews and selection of scholars occur 
twice yearly, in May and December.
