Eligibility 

• Be in junior or senior standing at the time of the Annual Meeting, November 4-7, 2018. 
• Have an overall GPA equivalent to 3.50 or better on a 4.0 system.

Students should submit their application materials (items 2-5 below in the Application Materials box) as

FirstName of the applicant in the subject line before August 3, 2018.  INFORMS Scholarships Committee 
will evaluate and select the scholarship recipients.
