Sustained long-term excellence in teaching at the undergraduate or graduate level as evidenced by strong
teaching evaluations, course innovation, organization and communication skills; 3) The equivalent of 12 years
of full-time teaching at a 4-year institution; 4) Demonstrated leadership record of scholarship as evidenced by
professional and/or academic experience within the information systems and/or business analytics profession,
an active learning agenda, and papers, articles, tutorials, or manuals.

Desired Qualifications. 1) Excellence in teaching information systems and/or business analytics courses; 2)
